For this research assignment you are going to choose a veteran of any war that Canada
has been involved in and create a profile for the Ontario Veteran Community Archive.
Your task is to find and research the life of a veteran who has some type of connection
to the Province of Ontario; someone who lived in Ontario for all or some portion of
their life, or someone who served here during the war etc. Once you have identified the
veteran you will study, your job is to learn as much as possible about them so that you
can better understand who they were and the sacrifice he or she made.

Sample Story:
Ralph Hay Emerson

Ralph Hay Emerson was a young man who served in World War Two. His life began on April
22,1915. He grew up in the small town of Nestleton. Ralph was the son of loving parents
Malcolm and Ethel Emerson. Also, he was the brother of Frank, Irene, and Gladys. As a
teenager, Ralph was a student of Port Perry High School. Ralph was very young when he went to
war; however before he left he met a woman named Eleanor Irene. They fell in love and got
married.




During the war, Ralph was a member of the Royal Canadian Air Force. He was a part of the 76
Squadron and he served as a Flying Officer Navigator. Ralph was one of the Canadians who flew
a Halifax aircraft. The Halifax was a British front-line, four engine heavy bomber. Halifax’s
were only flown by The Royal Australian Air Force, Royal Canadian Air Force, Royal New
Zealand Air Force and Polish Air Force. Ralph flew Halifax I11 MZ740 MP ‘R’.

Unfortunately, the life of Ralph Emerson was cut very short. He was killed in action on
December 26, 1944. On that day, Ralph took off from Home-on-Spalding Moor. He was part of a
daylight attack on enemy troop positions at St. Vith, Belgium. Sadly, during the attack, Emerson
was hit by flak, which is a German gun used to shoot down aircraft. This completely shattered
the nose section of his Halifax. Soon after this, Emerson crashed into the woods near Nassogne
(Luxemburg). This attack was a special one because it was the first time since October that the
weather had been good enough to attack using all the bomber groups. It was said that the attack
was very concentrated and accurate. Two Halifax’s were lost in this attack. Ralph’s was one of
them.

Ralph Hay Emerson was only a young man when he died . He served his country and will be
remembered by family and friends. To visit Ralph, you can visit the Heverlee War Cemetery in
Belgium. Ralph is also listed on page 300 of “The Book of Remembrance” in Ottawa.

Sample story:
Thomas Meneely

Lance Corporal Thomas Anderson Foley Meneely was born in 1923 to
Robert and Mary Bisset Meneely of Blackwater, Ontario. Robert Meneely was a
blacksmith from Northern Ireland, who was wounded in World War 1. Lance
Corporal Meneely grew up playing hockey with his brother Billy (deceased) and
sister Elizabeth (deceased). Lance Corporal Meneely was part of the Royal
Canadian Regiment, and died on January 6, 1944, fighting at Moro River and
Ortona, Italy. Lance Corporal Thomas Meneely is buried at the Moro River
Canadian War Cemetery in Italy.

Moro River Canadian War Cemetery

Location: The Moro River Canadian War Cemetery lies in the locality of San
Donato in the Commune of Ortona, Province of Chieti, and is situated on high
ground near the sea just east of the main Adriatic coast road (SS16). The cemetery
can be reached from Rome on the autostrada A25 (Rome-Pescara) by branching



on the autostrada A14 and leaving it at Ortona. The approach road to the cemetery
from the main road passes under an arch forming part of the little church of San
Donato. The cemetery is permanently open and may be visited anytime.

By the winter of 1943, the German armies in ltaly were defending a line
stretching from the Tyrrhenian Sea north of Naples, to the Adriatic Sea south of
Ortona. The Allies prepared to break through this line to capture Rome. For its
part, the 1st Canadian Infantry Division was to cross the Moro River and take
Ortona. In January 1944 the Canadian Corps selected this site, intending that it
would contain the graves of those who died during the Ortona battle and in the
fighting in the weeks before and after it. Today, there are 1,615 graves in the
cemetery; of which over 50 are unidentified and 1, 375 are Canadian at the Moro
River Canadian War Cemetery
